INFORMATION FOR TARGET SHOOTING GROUPS
I will look to book eight/nine sessions during the academic year and there are normally six to eight places available for each session but I will try to book more. You can attend as many sessions as you wish. Due to the set cost of hiring the ranges and the self-employed instructors, this needs to be organised and agreed in advance. The cost for each session is currently £40 per person. This includes a day's membership of the NSRA, insurance, use of the facilities, equipment and ammunition, and 1½ hours of instruction including Health and Safety briefing. We will be split into two groups, one group on air rifles, while the other uses live fire. We then swap over. There will be one instructor per three persons. 
The 25 metre live fire range is outdoors but we sit under cover; it has the advantage of turning targets which add a level of fun to sessions. Please dress appropriately.
The air rifle range is indoors: Primarily, we will use a 6-yard standing range (seats are available if you cannot stand, don’t worry). Air pistol is available too.
All sessions will be allocated on a first come, first served basis. I will, in any case send out an email every month at least two weeks before the session.
There are four ways to pay: By cheque in advance or on the day, by cash on the day or with plastic, either in advance or on the day or via a gift card. Please make cheques payable to NSRA Ltd (National Small-bore Rifle Association). If you prefer to pay cash or plastic, please do so on the day – please do not send cash through the post. To pay NSRA direct phone: 01483485521. Please let me know if you have done that so that I can keep an accurate record. 
Once your place is confirmed you will be liable for full payment as self-employed instructors will have been contracted for our use. If you do not attend a session, or if you cancel and a replacement cannot be found, you may be liable to pay for the session. I will however, do my best to find a replacement as some people have said they cannot commit a long time in advance, but may be able to attend at short notice. If there are too many people, I will step down. If, for any reason Bisley cannot run a session, I will inform you. Please make sure that you provide me with your up to date contact details, in case I need to contact you quickly on the day. 
Please also provide me with emergency contact details. I hope an accident never happens but it is better to be prepared.
In the past, when numbers were low, I have offered places to other u3a groups; these arrangements help to ensure we get the numbers to run the session at the discounted price. 
Please remember to bring your membership card to your first session.
Please aim to arrive 10 – 15mins before the start of the session. We will meet in the foyer where there is a café and toilets. This will allow time for introductions and paperwork, the instructors will explain the plan for the session and you can tell the instructors if you need any adjustments. If you have any queries, please contact me.
Don’t forget to take your targets home with you once finished so you can admire your handiwork with friends and family!
General Safety
Accessibility: This sport is suitable for all abilities. The ranges we use are on ground level with stepless access. To ensure an enjoyable and safe session for everyone, it is helpful for the Instructors to know if you are left-handed or if you have any physical disabilities, impairments or mobility issues, deafness, or stiff joints or injuries which may affect movement and ability to hear the instructions, and they can make the necessary adjustments. If you have any concerns, please speak to me or to the instructors on the day as they are keen that you are comfortable and can enjoy yourselves.
Regarding what to wear; the ranges we will be using are both outside and inside, so warm and comfortable clothing layers are recommended. The outdoor range is seated and under a canopy.
It is a legal requirement that you complete a Section 21 Declaration before your first shoot (I will send you a copy) - please bring this with you and give it to the staff at reception. If you are unable to print this out at home, do not worry, there will be blank forms available to complete when you arrive at the Centre. 
Using any type of gun carries inherent risks. You will be handling guns, lead pellets and live rounds: It is therefore vitally important that you listen to the detailed safety briefing at each session and always follow the instructions. Only proceed with an action when given the go-ahead by the instructors. If you are at all unsure as to what to do, just let the instructors know and they will help you out. 
PLEASE DO NOT eat food while shooting; pellets and bullets are made of lead and a grease is used to lubricate the barrel of the .22s. 
Wash your hands after shooting. 
Make sure that, if asked, you sign in at reception and fill out any required forms/information for Health and Safety.

To walk: The nearest train station is Brookwood. Leave the station and turn left on to the main road. Walk along the main road until you reach a storage centre and set of traffic lights. Turn right at the traffic lights to go over the Basingstoke Canal. Follow the road as it bends to the left and then to the right. The footpath cuts the corner so you may not see the yellow Premier sign. Stay right and at the next junction turn right into Queens Rd. Note, there is no footpath at this point but the entrance to Bisley Camp is about 100 yards down the road on the left. Follow the instructions below. It is a brisk 20 minute walk.
By car: If you come via Wanborough, Normandy and Pirbright; drive through Pirbright (Aldershot Road turning into Dawney Hill – do not follow the signpost to Brookwood unless you like the scenic route. You will come to a junction with traffic lights. Go straight ahead under the railway bridge and take the left fork over the Basingstoke Canal. Follow the road as it bends to the left. Take the first turning Right at the yellow sign “Premier”. At the next junction turn R again into Queens Rd (the Centre is signposted). The entrance to Bisley Camp is on the left at the big blue sign. Go in through the walled entrance and you will see an avenue of trees, with grass and various pavilions on either side. You should see the grey roof of a large warehouse-type building on your left across a large area of grass - that is where you are aiming for. Immediately after the entrance, look for the Clay Pigeon Shooting Club and a narrow road, signposted “ramp”. Turn left here and over the speed-bumps (ignore the signpost for the Centre as that is the scenic route). Follow the narrow road (10mph) until to reach a car park beside the large building with the grey roof. That is the Lord Roberts Centre. Don’t worry if you miss the Clay Pigeon Shooting Club and you end up following the avenue of trees: there is another turning left which is signposted Lord Roberts Centre. Aim for the grey roof.
